Bronco White Wears Down Over Bayville, 18-7
The 2011 Bronco football season got underway this weekend with three games at Seamen’s Neck Park, highlighted and capped off by a 10/11 Bronco White game against visiting Bayville.  The coaches were confident their boys were ready, but would they be ready to handle the much bigger Falcons?  With 6 kids “tipping” the scale, these Broncos would have their hands full.  It wouldn’t take long to see if they were ready as the Broncos would receive the opening kickoff. 

Starting on their own 35 yd. line, the Broncos methodically picked apart the Falcon defensive front: Dominic Beltrani to the outside, Kyle Cunningham blasting up the middle, and Tyler Volpi, Tyler Kirincic and Zach Grof running between the tackles. 9 plays later, Grof barreled into the end zone for the 6-0 lead.  The Falcons and their coaching staff had no idea what just hit them.   What hit them was an offensive line that simply was hungrier to start the game – Justin Vandusen, Joe Falletta & Sean Boll sealed off the ends – Greg Schmitt, Ryan Butler, Matt Ryan & Matt Corominas winning the battle in the trenches – and Ryan Tyznar dealing with A-gap blitzing, the Falcons thought they hit a brick wall.
Now it was the defense’s turn….. and the size difference was even more pronounced along the line.  Austin Pasco led his lineman onto the field who caused havoc in the backfield for most of the afternoon.  The 1st defensive play saw Pasco in the backfield disrupting the handoff.  Matt Andersen & Jared Disalvo were very impressive taking on multiple blockers every play.  The remainder of the 1st half was a stalemate at the line of scrimmage as the half ended with Seaford leading 6-0.

The 1st half ended with the Broncos leading 6-0.  With the Broncos controlling the line of scrimmage, the Falcons changed their game plan and went to more of a passing game, but these Broncos were ready.  Dylan Tashjian blanked every receiver that crossed the line of scrimmage.  Safeties Chris Zacharias, Jake Kistinger & Vincent D’Ambrosio provided key pass support.  Adam Castella disrupted the tight-end the entire 2nd half.

Unfortunately, 2 miscues by the Broncos in the punting game gave the Falcon’s a short field, and they scored at the beginning of the 4th quarter.  The all-important extra point was stopped and the score was tied 6-6.  The Broncos made a slight adjustment in the blocking assignments and out of a power formation pounded their way down the field.  On 3rd and 2 from the Bayville 35 yd. line and under 4 minutes remaining, Tyler Volpi found some running room right up the middle, broke 3 tackles and scored for the 12-6 lead.
The defense needed one more stop.  Not only did they stop them, they went backwards 15 yards and the Broncos took over on downs with 2:35 to play.  Needing only a 1st down to seal the victory, on 3rd & 3, Zach Grof slipped through a tackle and stumbled to the end zone to cap the scoring at 18-6.  The Falcon’s last ditch attempt was thwarted by a Sean Boll interception to end the game.
